Adjusting the Cutting Height

ONLY ADJUST THE CUTTING HEIGHT

The cutting heights can be set between a range of 14 — 38 mm in 4 intervals
and can be read off the scale. To obtain the desired cutting height, the left
and right height adjustment must be repositioned on the side of the mower
housing.

Inserting the Battery into the Mower

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Note: The operating time of the PXC battery (the area in square meters
that can be covered with a single battery charge) is largely dependent on the
state of the grass (e.g. Density, moisture, height, cutting height, etc.) and the
mowing speed (walking speed). To adjust the area coverage to your individual
requirements, it is recommended that you mow the lawn more often, with a
higher cutting height and at an appropriate speed.

Frequently turning the equipment on and off while mowing will also reduce
the amount of area that you can cover. If the operating time of the

PXC battery (area coverage) is still unsatisfactory in spite of the above
measures, you can remedy the problem by using PXC battery with a larger
capacity (Ah).

Removing the Battery from the Mower

1. Open the battery cover. Press the
battery release tab and remove
the battery.

2. Close the battery cover.

The cordless cylinder mower can be used with a Power-X-Change battery or
used in manual mode without a battery.

The use of a cylinder lawn mower can help achieve improved cutting results
specifically on ornamental lawns. Mow your lawn 1 —2 times a week. We
recommend that normal home lawns should be mowed when the grass is 60 —
70 mm high, ornamental lawns when the grass is 30 - 40 mm high.

Irrespective of the recommended cutting height, the lawn should only be
reduced by one third of the current height each time it is mowed. Before the
onset of the first frost, the lawn should be reduced to its recommended height.

Only ever mow the lawn when it is as dry as possible in order to achieve
perfect cutting results. To ensure that it can be cut cleanly, the grass should
never be over 100 mm high. The mower has a freewheeling facility for when it
is pulled back.

Lawn Mowing Tips

e Start mowing the edge of the
lawn and work along making sure
to overlap each pass by a few
centimetres.

e For optimum grass collection, always
mow in a straight line; do not swing
the lawn mower from side to side.

DO NOT MOW WITH POOR VISIBILITY
CONDITIONS, IN THE RAIN OR WHEN GRASS IS

WET.

© \While using your lawn mower always wear substantial closed, heavy
nonslip footwear and long trousers.

e Make sure the lawn is clear of sticks, stones, wire and debris; they could be
jammed in the blade.

e Before using the lawn mower and after any impact, check for signs of wear
or damage and repair as necessary.

Adjusting the Cutting Bar to the Reel Blades

ALWAYS USE PROTECTIVE GLOVES

WHEN ADJUSTING THE CUTTING BAR. SHARP
EDGES COULD CAUSE INJURY.

The cutting bar is pre-set at the factory. Readjustment might be required after

prolonged use.

The cutting bar should be as close to the reel blades as possible, when the

blades are rotated they should make slight contact making a whispery sound

(like scissors opening and closing), ensure the bar does not stop the blades

from rotating.

Only adjust the cutting bar if:

e The cutting results appear rough and uneven and some blades of grass are
not cut (the distance between the cutting bar and mower reel blades is too
large)

e The mower is heavy or even impossible to push.

e The mower spindle makes loud noises or does not rotate because it rubs or
catches against the cutting bar.

Adjusting:

e Keep hands away from blades. Use a piece of timber to stop the blades from
spinning.

e Turn the socket head screw clockwise - this reduces the distance between the
cutting bar and mower blade.

e Turn the socket head screw counterclockwise - this increases the distance
between the cutting
bar and mower blade

1. Tighten one of the two
socket head screws
enough so that the
mower blade touches
the cutting bar.

2. Repeat point 1 with
the second socket head screw.

Note: The socket head screws on both sides of the mower must be adjusted
evenly such that the mower reel blades can only just rotate freely. We
recommend a test cut on the lawn to confirm correct adjustment.

Battery protection system

The tool is equipped with the battery protection system, which helps to ensure a long
service life.

The output power automatically cuts off during operation when the tool and/or battery
are placed under the following situations:

e When the tool is overloaded:

If this occurs, release the start/stop lever safety key and batteries and remove
causes of overload, then reinsert the safety key and batteries, then press and hold
the lock-off button and pull the start stop lever again to restart.

* When the remaining battery capacity becomes low:
Recharge the battery pack.
