When mowing long grass
be sure to not overload the
motor. First cut with the
highest cutting height and
then to the desired height.
This will help reduce the
load.

Run Time

The operating time of the PXC battery (the area in square meters that
can be covered with a single battery charge) is largely dependent on the
state of the grass (e.g. Density, moisture, height, etc.) the lawn mower
cutting height position and your walking speed.

Frequently turning the equipment on and off while mowing will also
reduce the amount of area that you can cover. If the operating time of
the PXC battery (area coverage) is still unsatisfactory in spite of the
above measures, you can remedy the problem by using PXC battery with
a larger capacity (Ah).

Removing and Fitting the Blade

n ALWAYS USE GLOVES WHEN HANDLING
THE BLADE. SHARP EDGES COULD CAUSE INJURY.

Only replace the blade with a genuine Ozito replacement blade, as this will ensure top performance
and safety under all conditions.

1. To remove the blade screw, hold the blade firmly and
with a 13mm socket loosen the blade screw by turning
it anti-clockwise.

Note: A piece of timber will assist in holding the blade
while removing or tightening the blade bolt.

2. Remove the blade screw, washer and blade.

Replace the metal blade after 50 hours mowing or 2 years whichever is
sooner. If the blade is cracked or damaged replace it with a new one.

3. Tofit the blade, place the blade over the centre hole aligning the lugs.

4. Then retighten the fastening screw with the universal wrench. The tightening torque should be
approx. 25 Nm.

Cleaning, Maintenance and Storage

e Keep all nuts, bolts and screws tight to be sure the lawn mower is in a safe working condition.

e Check the catcher frequently for wear or deterioration.

e Replace worn or damaged parts for safety.

e Only use the replacement blade and blade bolt specified for this product.

e Be careful during adjustments of the lawn mower to prevent entrapment of the fingers between
moving blade and fixed parts of the machine.

e When not in use, the mower should be stored in a dry, frost-free location, out of reach of children.
