BRUSHLESS LAWN MOWER
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1.  ASSEMBLY

SETUP & PREPARATION

1.	� Place the lower handle over the 
outside of the mower handle 
brackets aligning the upper holes in 
the handle and each bracket. Fit the 
CSK bolt through mounting brackets 
then through hole in each side of 
lower handle.

Fitting the Lower Handle

ACCESSORIES

2.	� There are three holes remaining 
in each bracket, select the 
appropriate hole for the height of 
the user.

BATTERY & CHARGER
This tool is compatible with all batteries and chargers from the Ozito 
Power X Change Range.

Fitting the Upper Handle

1.	� Place the upper handle over 
the lower handle. Fit long 
round head bolts through 
the lower handle and then 
through the upper handle.

3.	� Fit the short round head bolt 
through the brackets and then 
through the lower handle. Secure 
each bolt with the 4 nuts and 
spanner provided.

2.	� Secure knobs over 
the protruding ends 
of the bolts.
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2.  PREPARATION

1.	� Open the battery cover. Slide two 
batteries of the same capacity 
and same charge state into the 
mower aligning the ribs so that 
they click into place.

2.	� Insert the safety key. 
(If the mower is not going to be 
used immediately, do not insert 
the safety key.)

1.	� Lift up the grass catcher flap 
with one hand and guide the 
catcher with your other hand 
over the two hooks on the 
mower housing.

3.	� To remove, raise the grass catcher flap and lift the grass catcher out.

3.	� Close the battery cover.

2.	� Lower the grass catcher and 
allow it to sit in place. Lower 
the grass catcher flap.

Inserting the Batteries into the Mower

Adjusting the Cutting HeightSecuring the Cord

WARNING! ONLY FIT AND REMOVE THE CATCHER 
WHEN THE MOWER IS SWITCHED OFF AND THE 
MOTOR HAS COME TO A STOP.

NOTE: The grass catcher flap 
is held against the grass catcher 
by a spring.

The cutting height adjustment lever provides 9 cutting heights from 25mm - 
80mm.

1.	� Pull lever outwards away from 
the mower body.

2.	� Adjust until the required 
cutting height is selected.

3.	� Release lever and check 
that it is securely seated in 
the required cutting height 
position.

Only use 2 batteries with the same capacity. For best performance use 3.0Ah 
batteries and above. Always use 2 batteries with the same charge state with 
the mower.

WARNING! WHEN FITTING THE GRASS CATCHER 
AFTER EMPTYING, ALWAYS ENSURE THERE IS NO 
BUILD UP OF GRASS IN THE GRASS CHUTE.

Grass Catcher Indicator

The grass catcher is fitted with an 
indicator at the rear of the catcher to 
help identify when to empty.

When in operation the indicator floats 
up when the catcher is empty. If the 
indicator drops down then the grass 
catcher is full and needs emptying.

Fitting and Removing the Grass Catcher

Ensure the cord follows the inside 
of the handles smoothly from the 
switch to the body of the mower.

1.	� Place the supplied cord clips 
over the cord. Push the cord 
clip onto the handle to secure 
in place.

OPERATION

1.	� Press and hold the lock-off 
button.

3.	� Release the start/stop lever 
to stop the mower.

To prevent accidental start up, the mower is fitted with a dual action switch.
1.	� Open the battery cover. Press the 

battery release tab and remove 
the battery.

2.	� Pull the start/stop lever 
towards the handle to start 
the mower and then release 
the lock-off button.

2.	� Close the battery cover.

Switching On and OffRemoving the Batteries from the Mower

•	 �While using your lawn mower always wear substantial closed, heavy 
footwear and long trousers.

•	 �Make sure the lawn is clear of sticks, stones, wire and debris; they could 
be thrown by the blade.

•	 �Before using the lawn mower and after any impact, check for signs of 
wear or damage and repair as necessary.

•	 �Replace a worn or damaged blade together with the blade bolt to 
preserve balance.

IMPORTANT! DO NOT MOW IN POOR VISIBILITY 
CONDITIONS, IN THE RAIN OR WHEN GRASS IS 
WET.

�Start mowing the edge of the 
lawn and work along making 
sure to overlap each pass by a 
few centimetres.

When mowing long grass be sure to not overload the motor.  First cut with the 
highest cutting 
height and then 
to the desired 
height. This will 
help reduce the 
load.

Lawn Mowing Tips

Audible Warning

The mower is equipped with an audible warning system, which helps to 
ensure a log service life and improved user experience.

•	 Low Battery:

When the lawn mower batteries are running low, the mower will continuously 
beep. If this occurs, either charge the current batteries or replace with fully 
charged batteries.

•	 Overload Protection:

When the lawn mower motor is overloaded, short warning beeps will warn 
the user and the mower will stop. Release the start/stop lever, remove safety 
key, batteries and investigate the cause of the overload. Possible causes if 
this occurs,

Height of cut too low - Adjust the cutting height to a higher setting. 
Possible clogging - Check underneath the mower and clear out as necessary. 
Wet grass - Wait until the grass dries before mowing. 
Grass too dense - Raise the cutting height and walk slower.

TROUBLESHOOTING

Removing and Fitting the Blade

Cleaning, Maintenance and Storage

1.	 �To remove the blade bolt, hold the blade firmly 
and with a 13mm socket loosen the blade bolt 
by turning it anti-clockwise.

NOTE: A piece of timber will assist in holding 
the blade while removing or tightening the blade 
bolt.

2.	 �Remove the blade bolt and blade.

3.	� To fit the blade, place the blade over the centre 
hole aligning the different shaped lugs.

NOTE: The shape of the lugs prevent the blade 
from fitting in the wrong direction.

4.	� Then retighten the fastening bolt with the 
universal wrench. The tightening torque should 
be approx. 25 Nm.

• 	 �Keep all nuts, bolts and screws tight to be sure the lawn mower is in a safe working condition.
•	 �Check the catcher frequently for wear or deterioration.
•	 �Replace worn or damaged parts for safety.
•	 �Only use the replacement blade and blade bolt specified for this product.
•	 �Be careful during adjustments of the lawn mower to prevent entrapment of the fingers between 

moving blade and fixed parts of the machine.
•	 �When not in use, the mower should be stored in a dry, frost-free location, out of reach of children. 

If the housing of the mower requires cleaning, do not use solvents but a moist soft cloth and brush 
only.

•	 �For best results, clean the lawn mower with a brush or rag.

Note: Ozito Industries will not be responsible for any damage or injuries caused by the repair of the 
lawn mower by an unauthorised person or by mishandling of the lawn mower. This tool is designed for 
DIY use - use in commercial or industrial environments will void the warranty.

Battery protection system
The tool is equipped with the battery protection system, which helps to ensure a long 
service life.

The output power automatically cuts off during operation when the tool and/or battery are 
placed under the following situations: 

• 	When the tool is overloaded:

	� If this occurs, release the start/stop lever safety key and batteries and remove causes 
of overload, then reinsert the safety key and batteries, then press and hold the lock-
off button and pull the start stop lever again to restart. 

• 	When the remaining battery capacity becomes low: 

	 Recharge the battery pack.

NOTE: �The indicated capacity may be lower than the actual level during use or 
immediately after using the tool.

• Remove build up of grass in the grass chute.
• �Keep all safety devices, air vents and the motor 

housing free of dirt and dust as far as possible. 
Wipe the equipment with a clean cloth or blow it 
with compressed air at low pressure.

• �Do not clean the lawn mower with running water, 
particularly with high-pressure water.

Always keep the lawnmower on the ground when mowing.
Tilting or lifting the lawnmower may cause stones to be thrown out.

Beware of servering toes or hands. Do not put hands or feet near 
a rotating blade.

Save all warnings and instructions for future reference. The term “power tool” in the 

warnings refers to your mains-operated (corded) power tool or battery-operated (cordless) 
power tool.
1. Work area safety 
a. 	 �Keep work area clean and well lit. Cluttered or dark areas invite accidents. 
b. 	 �Do not operate power tools in explosive atmospheres, such as in the presence of 

flammable liquids, gases or dust. Power tools create sparks which may ignite the dust or fumes. 
c. 	 �Keep children and bystanders away while operating a power tool. Distractions can cause you to lose 

control.
2. Electrical safety 
a. 	 �Power tool plugs must match the outlet. Never modify the plug in any way. Do not use 

any adapter plugs with earthed (grounded) power tools. Unmodified plugs and matching outlets will 
reduce risk of electric shock. 

b. 	� Avoid body contact with earthed or grounded surfaces, such as pipes, radiators, ranges 
and refrigerators. There is an increased risk of electric shock if your body is earthed or grounded.

Carrying power tools with 
your finger on the switch or energising power tools that have the switch on invites accidents. 

d. 	� Remove any adjusting key or wrench before turning the power tool on. A wrench or a key left 
attached to a rotating part of the power tool may result in personal injury. 

e. 	� Do not overreach. Keep proper footing and balance at all times. This enables better control of the 
power tool in unexpected situations. 

f. 	 �Dress properly. Do not wear loose clothing or jewellery. Keep your hair, clothing and 
gloves away from moving parts. Loose clothes, jewellery or long hair can be caught in moving parts.

g. 	� If devices are provided for the connection of dust extraction and collection facilities, 
ensure these are connected and properly used. Use of dust collection can reduce dust-related hazards.

4. Power tool use and care 
a. 	 �Do not force the power tool. Use the correct power tool for your application. The correct 

power tool will do the job better and safer at the rate for which it was designed. 
b. 	� Do not use the power tool if the switch does not turn it on and off. Any power tool that cannot be 

controlled with the switch is dangerous and must be repaired. 
c. 	 �Disconnect the plug from the power source and/or the battery pack from the power

Never use the mower unless the catcher or guards provided by the manufacturer 
are in the correct position.

1) Training
•    Read the instructions carefully. Be familiar with the controls and the proper use of the appliance.
•    Never allow children or people unfamiliar with these instructions to use the appliance. Local regulations may restrict the age of the operator.
•    Never mow while people, especially children, or pets are nearby.
•    The operator or user is responsible for accidents or hazards occurring to other people or their property
•    Know your controls. Read the manual carefully. Learn how to stop the engine quickly in an emergency.

2) Preparation
•    While mowing, always wear substantial footwear and long trousers.
•    Do not operate the appliance when barefoot or wearing open sandals.
•    Thoroughly inspect the area where the appliance is to be used and remove all stones, sticks, wires, bones, and other foreign objects. They could 

be thrown by the blade.
•    Before using, always visually inspect to see that the blades, blade bolts and cutter assembly are not worn or damaged. Replace worn or damaged 

blades and bolts in sets to preserve balance.
     DAMAGED BLADES AND WORN BOLTS ARE MAJOR HAZARDS.
•    On multi-bladed appliances, take care as rotating one blade can cause other blades to rotate.

3) Operation
•    Mow only in daylight or in good artificial light.
•    Avoid operating the appliance in wet grass, where feasible.
•    Always be sure of your footing on slopes.
•    Walk, never run.
•    For wheeled rotary mowers, mow across the face of slopes, never up and down.
•    Exercise extreme caution when changing direction on slopes.
•    Do not mow excessively steep slopes.
•    Use extreme caution when reversing or pulling the appliance towards you.
•    Never cut grass while walking backwards.
•    Stop the blade(s) if the appliance has to be tilted for transportation when crossing surfaces other than grass, and when transporting the 

appliance to and from the area to be mowed such as gravel drives, walks or roads.
•    Never operate the appliance with defective guards or shields, or without safety devices, for example deflectors and/or grass catchers, in place.
•    Start the motor according to instructions and with feet well away from the blade(s).
•    Do not tilt the appliance when starting the motor, except if the appliance has to be tilted for starting. In this case, do not tilt it more than 

absolutely necessary and lift only the part which is away from the operator. Always ensure that both hands are in the operating position before 
returning the appliance to the ground.

•    Do not put hands or feet near or under rotating parts. For rotary mowers, keep clear of the discharge opening at all times.
•    Never pick up or carry an appliance while the motor is running.
•    Stop the motor:
	 - whenever you leave the machine;
	 - before clearing a blockage;
	 - before checking, cleaning or working on the appliance;
	 - after striking a foreign object. Inspect the appliance for damage and make repairs as necessary;
	 - if the appliance starts to vibrate abnormally (check immediately).
•    Do not over-speed the mower or alter governor settings. Excessive speed is dangerous and shortens mower life.

4) Maintenance and storage
•    Keep all nuts, bolts, and screws tight to be sure the appliance is in safe working condition.
•    Check the grass catcher frequently for wear or deterioration.
•    Replace worn or damaged parts for safety.
•    �For cylinder mowers, be careful during adjustment of the appliance to prevent entrapment of the fingers between moving blades and fixed parts 

of the appliance.
•    Store the mower in a well-ventilated room away from naked flames such that may be found in hot water heaters. 
•    Remove batteries and safety key when changing blade.

1.	 Before using the charger read all instructions and cautionary markings on the charger, battery 
pack and the product using the battery pack.

2.	 This charger is not intended for any uses other than charging Ozito Power X Change rechargeable 
batteries. Any other use may result in risk of fire, electric shock or electrocution.

3.	 Do not place any object on top of the charger or place the charger on a soft surface that may 
result in excessive internal heat. Place the charger in a position away from any heat source.

4.	 To reduce risk of damage to the electric plug and cord, pull by the plug rather than the cord when 
disconnecting the charger.

5.	 Make sure the cord is located so that it will not be stepped on, tripped over, or otherwise 
subjected to damage or stress.
